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Make a prototype from thin card before you cut the shapes from 3mm ply and the pivots from fine dowel rod.  The prototype will be useful in deciding where the guide pegs for the pull-strings need to be.  If they are too low down 


the body shape then the arms 


won’t lift up very far.
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Making your cat is mainly a design task.  


Looking at the diagrams here will show


how the cat works and as long as the 


arms and legs are all heavy enough to


flop back into their original positions a slight tug will make them jump up - only to drop


down again when the pulling stops.
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
